2009 FINAL NFL REGULAR-SEASON STANDINGS

2010 NFL DRAFT RECAP
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For the second consecutive year, the Broncos selected two players in the
opening round of the NFL draft when they picked Georgia Tech wide receiv-
er Demaryius Thomas (22nd) and Florida quarterback Tim Tebow (25th) in
April. Denver also tied for the league lead with five selections in the first
three rounds of the 2010 NFL Draft.

Below is a look at Denver’s nine selections in the 2010 NFL Draft:

WR Demaryius Thomas (Rd. 1-22, Georgia Tech) - Averaged nearly 20
yards per reception during his career at Georgia Tech and posted the fifth-
best average (19.5) for a career in Atlantic Coast Conference history.

QB Tim Tebow (Rd. 1-25, Florida) - Was a finalist for the Heisman Trophy
for three consecutive years (won the award in 2007) and was part of two
national championship teams (2006, ‘08) during his record-setting career
when he recorded a 170.8 passing efficiency (2nd in NCAA FBS history).

OL Zane Beadles (Rd. 2-45, Utah) - Started 50 games at Utah, opening
38 contests at left tackle and 12 games at left guard, while earning All-
Mountain West accolades in each of his final three seasons.

OL J.D. Walton (Rd. 3-80, Baylor) - Started every game during his last
three years at Baylor and allowed only three sacks in 721 pass plays span-
ning his final two seasons.

WR Eric Decker (Rd. 3-874, Minnesota) - Set school career records with
227 receptions and 3,119 receiving yards that rank sixth and eighth,
respectively, in Big Ten Conference history.

CB Perrish Cox (Rd. 5-137, Oklahoma State) - Named a finalist for the
Thorpe Award (nation’s best defensive back) as a senior after leading the
country in pass breakups (19) and scored six career touchdowns on spe-
cial teams (4 kickoff, 2 punt).

OL Eric Olsen (Rd. 6-183, Notre Dame) - Started at all three interior line
positions during his career at Notre Dame, opening his final 31 contests for
the Fighting Irish.

CB Syd’Quan Thompson (Rd. 7-225, California) - Earned first-team All-
Pacific 10 Conference honors during each of his final two years at
California, where he set a school record by starting all 52 possible games
during his four-year career.

LB Jammie Kirlew (Rd. 7-232, Indiana) - Received first-team All-Big Ten
Conference accolades during his final two seasons at Indiana and tied for
third on the school’s all-time sacks list (23) and tied for second on its all-
time tackles for a loss list (52.5).

COLLEGE FREE AGENTS COMPETING
FOR SPOTS ON BRONCOS ROSTER

The Broncos’ roster features 11 rookies signed as college free agents
who are looking to make the squad’s roster with a strong showing in the
preseason.

Denver has had at least one rookie college free agent make its opening
game active roster from training camp in each of the last six years. Last
season, DL Chris Baker made the Broncos’ active roster from training
camp and played in one game in 2009. Another college free agent, CB Tony
Carter, spent the first 14 weeks of the season on the club’s practice squad
before playing in two games (1 start) for the Broncos late in the season.
College free-agent P Britton Colquitt also saw time on Denver’s active ros-
ter in 2009.

Below is a look at the 11 rookie college free agents competing in the
Broncos’ training camp:

LB Kevin Alexander (Clemson) - Played 53 career games at Clemson,
totaling 125 tackles (70 solo), 12.5 tackles for a loss (43 yds.) 5.5 sacks
(24 yds.), two pass breakups and one forced fumble.

WR Alric Arnett (West Virginia) - Started for two years and totaled 78
receptions for 1,052 yards and nine touchdowns at West Virginia after
transferring from Scottsdale Community College in Arizona (2006) and
Butler Community Gollege in Kansas (2005).

RB Toney Baker (North Carolina State) - Played 38 career games at
North Carolina State, totaling 451 rushes for 2,045 yards (4.5 avg.) with 17
touchdowns to go along with 65 receptions for 676 yards (10.4 avg.) and
four scores.

LB Devin Bishop (California) - Played three seasons at California and
recorded 66 tackles (37 solo) and 2.5 sacks in 24 games (9 starts) after
transferring from City College of San Francisco.

OL Paul Duncan (Notre Dame) - Played 41 career games (24 starts) and
saw time at both tackle positions for the Fighting Irish.

DL Ben Garland (Air Force) - Finished his career at Air Force with 115
tackles (52 solo), 11.5 sacks (66 yds.), three forced fumbles and two
blocked kicks in 39 career games played (34 starts).

TE Riar Geer (Colorado) - Played 46 career games (37 starts) for the
Buffaloes, totaling 87 receptions for 974 yards (11.2 avg.) with 11 touch-
downs that ranked fourth, fifth and second, respectively, all-time among
tight ends in school history.

S Kyle McCarthy (Notre Dame) - Recorded more than 100 tackles in each
of his final two seasons as he became the first Notre Dame defensive back
to eclipse the 100-tackle mark in a season.

TE Nathan Overbay (Eastern Washington) - Played 43 career games at
Eastern Washington, totaling 93 receptions for 1,189 yards (12.8 avg.) and
setting a school tight end record with 19 career touchdowns.

DL Jeff Stehle (Wisconsin) - Played 43 career games at Wisconsin and
recorded 40 tackles (23 solo), 6.5 tackles for a loss (27 yds.), four sacks
(20 yds.) and two pass breakups.

CB Cassius Vaughn (Mississippi) - Played 50 career games (24 starts)
at Mississippi and totaled 152 tackles (107 solo), five interception (57
yds.), 20 pass breakups and two forced fumbles.

BRONCOS OFFENSIVE NOTES

QUICKLY:

* - Mike McCoy is in his second season as Denver’s offensive coordinator
after spending the previous nine seasons with Carolina, where he most recent-
ly was its passing game coordinator/quarterbacks coach from 2007-08.

* - LT Ryan Clady was named to his first Pro Bow! (starter) last year and
became just the fifth tackle since the 1970 NFL merger to receive first-team
AP All-Pro honors by his second professional season.

* - OB Kyle Orton’s 29-19 (.604) career record as a starter is the eighth
best in the NFL among active players (min. 40 starts). His 19-5 (.792)
home record as a starter is third in the league among active players (min.
20 starts).

* - Orton set a Broncos record for most passing yards by a player in his
first year with the club, posting a career-high 3,802 yards that ranked sixth
in team history. Only Minnesota’s Brett Favre threw for more yards among
quarterbacks in their first year with a team in 2009.

* - Orton set personal bests in nearly every passing category in 2009. His
10 games with a 90.0 passer rating tied for fifth in the NFL while tying for
the most in a season in Broncos history.

* - Orton threw 17 touchdowns and only one interception in the red zone,
improving his career TD-to-INT rate in the red zone to 39-to-3 for the fifth-
best mark in the league among active players.

* - QB Brady Quinn is in his first year with the Broncos after starting a
career-high nine games for Cleveland in 2009 and setting personal bests in
passing yards (1,339), completions (136) and touchdowns (8).

* - TE Daniel Graham is one of just four tight ends (Alge Crumpler/Tony
Gonzalez/Todd Heap) to post at least one touchdown reception in each of
the last eight seasons.

* - WR Jabar Gaffney registered a career-high 732 receiving yards on
54 catches last season. His 213 receiving yards (14 catches) vs. Kansas
City in Denver’s regular-season finale marked the second-highest game
total in Denver history and were the most in club annals by a wide
receiver.

* - WR Eddie Royal totaled a team-high 1,302 combined yards in 2009.
He is one of two players (Darren Sproles, S.D.) in the league with at least
1,400 yards from scrimmage and 1,400 return yards in the last two sea-
sons (1,435 scrimmage, 1,696 return).

* - WR Brandon Stokley (19-327, 4 TDs) finished the 2009 season with
a career-best 17.2-yards-per-reception average that ranked fifth in the NFL
among players with at least 15 catches.

* - RB Knowshon Moreno became the 14th player since the 1970 NFL
merger to lead all rookies in rushing yards (947), yards from scrimmage
(1,160) and total touchdowns (9). All 13 others were named Associated
Press Offensive Rookie of the Year (Moreno finished tied for third).

* - Moreno led league rookies with six games with at least 80 yards rush-
ing or receiving (all rushing). He finished sixth in Denver history among
rookies in both rushing yards (947) and yards from scrimmage (1,160)
while placing fourth in total touchdowns (9).

* - RB Correll Buckhalter ranked sixth in the NFL in yards per rush (5.4)
in 2009, posting 120 carries for 642 yards. Since 2007, he owns the
league’s seventh-best yards per rush average (5.1).
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ORTON HAS HISTORY OF WINNING

Kyle Orton, who joined the Broncos on April 2, 2009 in a trade from
Chicago, ranks eighth among active NFL quarterbacks in career winning per-
centage (.604 / 29-19-0) as a starter among those with at least 40 starts.

In four seasons with the Bears, Orton was 21-12 (.636) as a starter. He

was 8-7 as a starter with Denver last year and also saw action in the final
three quarters vs. San Diego on Nov. 22.

Orton owns a 19-5 (.792) home record as a starter that ranks third in the
NFL among active quarterbacks with at least 20 starts.

ORTON’S IMPRESSIVE BRONCOS DEBUT

CONSISTENT EFFORT BY ORTON

With 3,802 passing yards in 2009, Broncos quarterback Kyle Orton
reached the 3,000-yard mark for the first time in his five-year NFL career
and set a team record for most passing yards by a player in his first sea-
son with the club.

Orton became the seventh different player in team history to reach 3,000
passing yards in a season and gave Denver its 21st overall 3,000-yard out-
put. His 3,802 passing yards marked the sixth-highest season total in fran-
chise history.

Kyle Orton has proven to be one of the league’s most productive quarter-
backs in the red zone. Among active quarterbacks with at least 180
attempts inside the 20, he is fifth in the NFL in touchdown-to-interception
ratio (13.00 / 39-3) in the red zone.

In 2009, Orton threw 17 touchdowns and one interception in the red
zone.

CLADY NAMED TO FIRST CAREER PRO BOWL

Second-year Broncos left tackle Ryan Clady was named to the Pro Bowl for
the first time in his career in 2009 and was designated to start in the NFLs
annual All-Star Game.

Clady is just the 11th tackle in NFL history to earn Pro Bowl honors by his
second professional season. He is only the third Bronco in team annals to be
named to the Pro Bowl at tackle.

An ESPN.com All-Pro, Clady was the youngest player named to the inau-
gural USA Football/NFLPA All-Fundamentals Team in 2009. Last year, he
was a second-team Associated Press All-Pro choice who finished third in
the AP’s Offensive Rookie of the Year voting.

CLADY ACHIEVES RARE HONOR

In 2009, Ryan Clady become only the fifth tackle since the 1970 NFL
merger to receive first-team AP All-Pro honors by his second profession-
al season.

Clady finished third in the Associated Press’ Offensive Rookie of the Year
voting in 2008 and was credited with allowing the fewest sacks (0.5)
among 16-game starting tackles according to Stats Inc.

Broncos wide receiver Eddie Royal posted the most receptions (128) by
a player in his first two pro seasons with the Broncos and fell 310 receiv-
ing yards shy of totaling the most receiving yards by a player in his first two
years with Denver.

Royal’s 91 catches in 2008 marked the second-highest total by a rookie
in NFL history. He also set club rookie records for receiving yards (980)
and receiving touchdowns (5).

PAXTON BRINGS EXPERIENCE AT LONG SNAPPER

Long snapper Lonie Paxton was one of the first unrestricted free agents
signed by the Broncos during the 2009 offseason, joining the club after
playing his first nine seasons with New England.

As a Patriot, Paxton played in 155 of a possible 161 games (regular sea-
son and postseason) and helped the club to three Super Bowl titles (XXXVI
in 2001, XXXVIII in ‘03 and XXXIX in ‘04).

* - Helped the Patriots to four AFC Championship Game wins, six division
titles and eight winning seasons.

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HEAD COACH JOSH McDANIELS

amed the 12th head coach in Denver Broncos history on Jan. 12,

2009, Josh McDaniels enters his second season with the club in
2010. The 34-year-old joined the Broncos after spending eight seasons
(2001-08) with the New England Patriots, including his final three years
with the franchise as its offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach.

A three-time Super Bowl champion who in 10 years of coaching has been
involved with teams that have won nearly 75 percent of their games,
McDaniels has instilled a team-first philosophy with the Broncos that has
positioned the club for long-term success. His dynamic personality, enthu-
siasm and organizational skills have re-energized the entire franchise in just
a short time in Denver.

Born on April 22, 1976, McDaniels was the fifth-youngest head coach
in NFL history (32 years, 8 months) at the time of his hire and is the sec-
ond-youngest active head coach in the league. He has proven to be well
equipped to handle the responsibilities that come along with being an
NFL head coach and has displayed that aptitude in every position he has
held throughout his coaching career.

In his first season with the Broncos in 2009, McDaniels guided the club
to a 6-0 start that tied for the third-best start by a rookie head coach in
the NFL since 1930. With a stated goal of building a team complete with
tough, smart and physical players, McDaniels’ opening-game roster fea-
tured 28 new additions that tied for the sixth most in the history of free
agency and ushered in a new era of Broncos football.

Five Broncos made the Pro Bowl under McDaniels in 2009 while quar-
terback Kyle Orton enjoyed the best season of his five-year career, equal-
ing a franchise record by posting 10 games with a passer rating of at
least 90.0 that tied for fifth in the league. The Broncos’ 23 giveaways
were their fourth-fewest total for a season in club history while their
defense was one of the NFL's most-improved units, ranking third in the
league against the pass (186.3 ypg.) and seventh overall (315.0 ypg.).

Before joining the Broncos, McDaniels was part of a New England fran-
chise that won three Super Bowls, four AFC championships and six division
titles while posting the NFL’s best overall record (111-34 /.766) during his
eight years with the club from 2001-08. The Patriots had seven 10-win sea-
sons with him on staff, including the 2007 campaign when New England
became the first team in NFL history to post a 16-0 regular-season record,
as well as a league-high 14 playoff victories (14-3 postseason record).

Led by Head Coach Bill Belichick and personnel director Scott Pioli, New
England evolved into one of the most successful organizations in the NFL
over that eight-year stretch with McDaniels on staff. He was a part of that
transition at both the coaching and personnel levels, beginning his career
with the franchise as a personnel assistant/coaching assistant in 2001
before moving into a coaching capacity on a full-time basis in 2002.

After working as a coaching assistant for two years, McDaniels was
named New England’s quarterbacks coach in 2004. The club promoted him
to offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach on Jan. 20, 2006.

During three years (2006-08) as offensive coordinator/quarterbacks
coach, McDaniels directed a New England offense that led the NFL in points
per game (28.8) while ranking second in the league in yards per game
(370.8). The Patriots also committed the third-fewest turnovers (63) and
ranked fourth in the league in third-down success (44.4%) under
McDaniels during that three-year period.

In his five seasons (2004-08) with the Patriots handling positional
coaching responsibilities, McDaniels guided six different players to a total
of nine Pro Bow! selections. Quarterback Tom Brady was named to the Pro
Bowl three times (2004-05, ‘07) under McDaniels, including the 2007 cam-
paign when he earned league MVP honors, and ranked fourth in the league
in passing yards per game (249.4) during those five years.

Despite a season-ending injury to Brady in Week 1, New England’s 2008
offense finished the year with an NFL-best 356 first downs and ranked fifth in
the league in yards per game (365.4) under McDaniels. His coaching helped
backup quarterback Matt Cassel, who became a starter for the first time since
high school, post the eighth-most passing yards (3,693) in the league.
McDaniels’ passing offense in 2008 also featured wide receiver Wes
Welker, who was named to the Pro Bowl for the first time in his career after
finishing the year with the second-most catches (111) in the league.

During the 2007 season, McDaniels helped the Patriots set numerous
league offensive records en route to becoming the first team in NFL histo-
ry to win its first 18 games and advancing to Super Bowl XLII. New
England’s 589 points (36.8 ppg.) and 75 touchdowns were the most in
league history for a season while its 6,580 yards (411.3 ypg.) ranked sev-
enth in NFL annals for a single campaign.

Individually, five Patriots earned Pro Bowl honors under McDaniels’
coaching in 2007—Brady, wide receiver Randy Moss and three offensive
linemen (center Dan Koppen, tackle Matt Light and guard Logan Mankins).

Brady, the league MVP, set an NFL record for touchdown passes (50) in a
season and registered the third-most passing yards (4,806) for a year in
league history in 2007. Moss set a league record for touchdown catches
(23) and totaled a franchise best for receiving yards (1,439). Welker's 112
catches tied for the league lead, set a New England record and marked the
most receptions by a player in his first year with a new team in NFL history.

As quarterbacks coach with New England from 2004-05, McDaniels
worked closely with Brady, helping him earn consecutive Pro Bowl honors.
In that two-year period under McDaniels’ instruction, Brady ranked second
in the NFL in touchdown passes (54) and fourth in both passing yards
(7,802) and completions (622). McDaniels earned the third Super Bowl
ring of his career at the end of the 2004 campaign with New England’s 24-
21 win against Philadelphia in Super Bowl XXXIX.

He was named a coaching assistant by the Patriots in February 2002 with
his responsibilities including film breakdown and scouting chart preparations
for the defensive staff. McDaniels acquired additional responsibility in 2003
working with the defensive backs on a New England squad that had a 14-2
record and won Super Bowl XXXVIII with its 32-29 win against Carolina.

The Patriots’ Super Bowl win against the Panthers was part of their NFL-
record 21-game winning streak in which they went more than a calendar
year without a loss (Oct. 5, 2003 - Oct. 24, 2004).

McDaniels joined the Patriots as a personnel assistant/coaching assis-
tant in 2001, and helped the club to a win in Super Bowl XXXVI with its 20-
17 upset win over St. Louis.

In 1999, McDaniels began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at
Michigan State University. Working under Head Coach Nick Saban, he was part
of a staff that helped the Spartans to a 10-2 record and a Citrus Bow! victory.

Initially recruited by John Carroll University (University Heights, Ohio) as a
quarterback, McDaniels spent the majority of his collegiate playing career as
a wide receiver from 1995-98 for the Blue Streaks. He graduated from the
school in 1999 with a bachelor’s degree in mathematics, joining Pro Football
Hall of Fame Head Coach Don Shula (Class of 1951) as John Carroll alumni.

Born in Barberton, Ohio, McDaniels grew up in Northeast Ohio and was
a quarterback and kicker at Canton McKinley Senior High School in Canton,
Ohio, His father, Thom McDaniels, coached him at McKinley during his 16-
year stint as its head coach from 1982-97.

* - The Broncos’ 277-game scoring streak is the longest active streak in
the NFL (dates back to 1992) and ranks second all time in league annals.

* - The Broncos own the NFL's best overall home record (213-76 / .737)
since 1975 and have posted a league-best five undefeated home schedules
in the 16-game regular-season era (since 1978).

* - Denver enters its 10th season playing at INVESCO Field at Mile High
in 2010. Since the facility opened in 2001, the Broncos are tied for the NFL's
fifth-best home record (48-24 /.667) in the NFL.

* - Since the free agency era began in 1993, the Broncos have the NFL’s
fifth-best record (162-110 /.596).

* - The Broncos have posted at least a .500 record in AFC West play for
the last 14 seasons and 30 times in club history since the division was
formed in 1970.

* - Denver is 121-20 (.858) since 1995 when leading after three quarters,
including 6-2 in 2009.

* - In interconference play, the Broncos have the NFL's fifth-best record
84-65-2 (.563) since the 1970 league merger.

DECADES OF SUCCESS

The Broncos begin their sixth decade of professional foothall in 2010
looking to build off a body of work that ranks as the most consistent in the
NFL in terms of winning over the last three decades.

Denver is one of just four teams to record three 90+ win decades since
1960 and the only organization to do so in each of the last three decades.

Below is a look at the Broncos’ record by the decade. In its 50 seasons of
football, Denver has totaled the eighth-most regular season wins (394 /
394-352-10) in the NFL and advanced to the postseason 17 times.

FLOYD LITTLE INDUCTED INTO
PRO FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

Former Broncos running back Floyd Little was inducted into the Pro
Football Hall of Fame on Aug. 7, joining quarterback John Elway and tack-
le Gary Zimmerman as one of three players in team history to earn the dis-
tinction.

Little spent all nine of his professional seasons with the Broncos from
1967-75 and ranked seventh on the NFL’s all-time rushing list (6,323 yards)
and eighth on its all-time combined yards list (12,173 yards) at the time of
his retirement. Selected by Denver with the sixth overall pick in the 1967
draft from Syracuse University, Little was the first No. 1 draft choice to sign
with the Broncos and made five All-Star appearances (3 Pro Bowls, 2 AFL
All-Star) with the team.

A 1984 Broncos Ring of Fame inductee, Little led the Broncos in rushing
for a club-record seven consecutive seasons from 1967-73, including 1971
when he captured the NFLs rushing crown with 1,133 yards. His eight
years with at least 1,000 combined yards tied for second in league history
at the time of his retirement and currently rank second in Broncos annals.

Here is a look at some of Little’s more prominent career statistical notes:

* - During the span of his career, Little amassed 6,323 rushing yards,
2,418 receiving yards, 893 punt return yards and 2,523 kick return yards
for a combined total of 12,157 all-purpose yards (second in team history).

* - His total of 12,157 all-purpose yards, showcasing his talents as a run-
ning back, receiver and returner, were the most by any professional foot-
ball player from 1967-75.

* - Little was one of four original inductees into the Denver Broncos Ring
of Fame in 1984 and is one of only three Broncos to have his number
retired by the club.

* - A three-time Pro Bowl participant (1970-71, 73), Little twice played
in the American Football League’s All-star Game (1968-69).

* - Little played behind an unheralded offensive line and was the Broncos’
main offensive threat during most of his career as no Broncos offensive
lineman was voted to the Pro Bowl or selected for the Hall of Fame. As a
comparison, Jim Brown’s line was named to 19 Pro Bowls, 3 to the Hall of
Fame; Jim Taylor: 20 Pro Bowls, 2 Hall of Fame; Joe Perry: 19 Pro Bowls,
3 Hall of Fame; John Henry Johnson: 17 Pro Bowls, 3 Hall of Fame; Leroy
Kelly: 13 Pro Bowls, 1 Hall of Fame; 0.J. Simpson: 6 Pro Bowlers, 2 Hall of
Fame.

* - Nicknamed “The Franchise,” Little was second only to 0.J. Simpson
in rushing yards and scrimmage yards during the span of his career and
retired seventh on the league’s all-time rushing list.

* - A three-time All-American at Syracuse University, Little shattered the
records of his predecessors at SU, Jim Brown and Ernie Davis, rushing for
2,704 yards, 582 receiving yards, returning punts for 845 yards and kick-
offs for 797 yards while totaling 19 passing yards (4,947 yards).
